Welcome to the 2nd installment of our July Newsletter! In this issue, we will inform you about the success of the first HEB Farmer's Market, the Manhood Development Academy's H.E. Butt Retreat, and The Houston Chronicle's article featuring Pro-Vision's founder and CEO Roynell Young!Enjoy!

HEB Farmer's Market a Hit!!
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 Pro-Vision hosted its first Farmer's Market on Saturday, July 9, 2011 at HEB's Gulfgate store. Pro-Vision partnered with HEB Grocery to sell a variety of produce grown in their Urban Farm. Five Job Enterprise Academy students, three coaches, and a few Pro-Vision staff helped to make the HEB Farmer's Market a huge success! Pro-Vision sold their most celebrated cash crop, their sweet watermelons, a variety of tomatoes, sweet peppers and an array of herbs including oregano, basil and rosemary. 
 

"This is very impressive, it's encouraging to see kids so involved with their community," said a customer who purchased a pound of tomatoes.The Farmer's Market began with 37 watermelons at 9 a.m., and before noon they were completely sold out! Likewise, the Farmer's Market ran out of basil and oregano, and was left with only small amounts of rosemary, lavender, and mint. Even with the popularity of items sold, Ben Ferreira, the head of produce at HEB, says the appeal of the Farmer's Market goes beyond just food. "I'm in awe with the Farmer's Market set up. Customers really appreciate locally grown produce, and they're favored items as well. Customers also get acquainted with Pro-Vision and get to know the organization and its purpose," says Ferreira. 

 

Preparing young people for the 21st century work force is the primary goals of the Urban Farm. Through their work on the farm, participants are guided through every aspect of becoming a responsible worker and valued member of the community, and are taught a number of important skills such as marketing, accounting, sustainable land use practices, and agriculture.

 

Johnathan Miller, a Vision Academy student and Urban Farm hand says he's learned a lot from his time on the farm."I like working on the farm, it's a positive way to keep your mind focused and it keeps you busy," says Miller. "It's fun and I've learned a lot," he continues. "I'm learning how to market my product and it feels good that I grew these things myself, it's a rewarding feeling."

 

The Urban Farm consists of several acres of cultivated farm land on the Pro-Vision campus. Currently, ½ an acre of land has been converted to crop rows that produce a wide variety of produce. In addition, the Urban Farm includes honey production to be harvested twice a year. All farm operations are supervised by a professional horticulturalist. 

 

ESPN commentator and Pro-Vision board member Jeff Van Gundy came to HEB to show support and left utterly impressed with the Farmer's Market. "I'm very impressed with everything, and especially the salesmen, they immediately drew me in! They are very knowledgeable about their product, and the produce looks great. They did this all themselves, and I'm very impressed," says Van Gundy. 

 

Another Farmer's Market is tentatively slated in another three weeks. More information will be announced as soon as it's available. 

 

THANKS BEN AND HEB!!! 

Manhood Development Academy's H.E. Butt Retreat!
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Pro-Vision's Manhood Development Academy students took part in a retreat at H.E. Butt Foundation Camps on July 10-14. The camp is located in Leakey, Texas, about an hour outside of San Antonio. 
 
Accompanied by six Pro-Vision coaches, forty students studied the theme of the trip, "The Importance of CHARACTER." 
 
"The purpose of the trip was to get through to the young men without all the distractions, like cell phones and other electronic devices," says Coach Kenneth "KP" Patrick, Pro-Vision's Manhood Academy Director. 
 
The coaches taught character through a number of activities, designed to showcase the value and benefits of good teamwork, depending on others, and individual worth to a team to complete a shared objective.One such activity was a community service project, in which the young men helped to build a rough terrain bike trail for the campers; they worked on this project for three out of the four days at the camp. 
 
Each day, a coach instructed the students on a different aspect of good character. Lessons taught included, Don't Make Assumptions, Always do Your Best, Don't Take Anything Personally, and Be Impeccable with Your Word."These are called "The Four Agreements" that is apart of our Manhood teachings," says Coach KP. "They were also used to explain how these agreements help build a strong character."
 
In addition, coaches used parables in the Bible and personal stories to help drive those teachings to the young men during a rap session; a time when the group collectively shares thoughts about the day's events.
 
The Manhood Development Program was established 21 years ago as a way to break the cycle of self-destructive behavior exhibited by a generation young men growing up in Houston's most underserved neighborhoods. The Manhood Development Program was the founding program of Pro-Vision, and its relationship centered philosophy continues to inform everything Pro-Vision does.The Manhood Development Academy
