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 Who Are We?
-The average Pro-Vision student has exhibited disruptive behavior at school and at home.
-The majority of incoming students enter 2-3 grade levels behind in math and reading.
-79% of Pro-Vision students qualify as “at risk” (of dropping out), while 68% of HISD students are classified as “at risk.”
-88% of Pro-Vision students qualify for free or reduced lunch.
-90% of Pro-Vision students live below the poverty line.
-95% of Pro-Vision Students are being raised by single females with an income of $18,000.
-The Pro-Vision student body is 85% African-American and 15% Hispanic.

-One in three African American boys is at risk of imprisonment in their lifetime. The number is one in six for Hispanic boys and one in seventeen for Anglos.
-Children’s Defense Fund and others note that the only factor that lowers the rate of incarceration in these populations is school retention.
-Five years after leaving Pro-Vision, 97% of graduates are either in trade school, the military, junior or a four year college.
-The cost to imprison a youth in the state of Texas is $67,890.  The cost of educating a child at Pro-Vision is $6,500. 
-90% of Pro-Vision students complete high school after having attended the Pro-Vision Middle School, whereas 80% of HISD students graduate from High School.
